Work History:

Ron Targett on completing high school at end of 1972 commenced work as a trainee accountant while studying part-time for a commerce degree.

The work at Newton, Cochrane & Co consisted primarily of auditing of Australian public companies including Bennett & Wood, the then distributors of Honda motor vehicles in Australia and Flexide, a distributor of industrial hoses and subsidiary of the Australian public company, Pacific Dunlop.

After 2 years at Newton, Cochrane & Co he left to attend university full-time for a year. 

In 1976 he started work at Hopkins McGowen & Co as a junior accountant doing audit, corporate and taxation work. Audit work included WL Stevenson & Co, a subsidiary of Repco Australia’s largest automotive parts manufacturer. Corporate work included Pioneer International, Australia’s then largest cement maker.

In 1977 he commenced work with Billerwell Powers & Smith as an intermediate accountant. During the period with this firm he was promoted to senior accountant, graduated from university, qualified as a chartered accountant, was accredited as a registered company auditor and registered tax agent then made a partner of the firm.

Work performed included the audit of the Australian subsidiary of the United Kingdom public company, Brook Street Bureau PLC, an international employment agency.

Other audit work included Amarda Holdings Ltd, Australia’s then largest operator of amusement machines and the Biennale of Sydney Ltd, Australia’s largest private visual arts organisation.

In 1990 he left Billerwell Powers & Smith to commence his own practise.

During the 1990's in addition to providing audit, taxation and corporate services he developed his skills to work as a forensic accountant, providing expert reports to business, statutory authorities and the judiciary.

Audit and forensic accounting work has been performed for numerous organisations including AMP, Ross Wood Productions, one of Australia’s premier film production company’s; MMI Insurance, a subsidiary of the Allianz Insurance Group; Beaver Sales, Australia’s largest distributor of industrial chains; Kroll Associates, the world’s largest investigators; Saatchi & Saatchi, an international advertising agency; the New South Wales Department of Aging and Disabilities, NSW Ethnic Affairs Commission and the Australian Government Solicitor.
